We are planning to take a group of 7 & 8 grade students to Philadelphia and Gettysburg on
October 21, 22 and 23. Travel arrangements will be made through the Scholastica Travel, Inc.
Students will travel on commercial motor coaches (such as Lakefront, etc.), and stay in a reputable
hotel in the Philadelphia and Gettysburg area. Security at the hotel is also provided by Scholastica.
The price of this trip is all inclusive - transportation, hotel, all admission fees, and all meals.

This
trip is offered to students only. For many students, this may be the first time to take a trip
without parents - a first step towards independence. We have quite a sufficient number of
chaperones for guidance and safety.
